Dr. Jordan’s Recruitment Agreement, and (iii) the contract terms for Dr. Jordan’s Hospitalist
Services Professional Services Agreement. This information was included in the Committee packet,
including Dr. Jordan’s credentials.

Since the transition of the hospitalist program to operate under Salinas Valley Medical Clinic
(SVMC), the SVMC Hospitalist Program continues to focus on increasing patient satisfaction
retention of hospitalist physician staff. Due to the growth SVMHS has experienced in the daily
census, the need for SVMC to recruit and retain additional hospitalists to the program remains a
high priority. In addition, one of the current full-time hospitalist will be reduced to a part-time
schedule in March.

Adrian Jordan, MD, is the physician recommended for recruitment. This recruitment requires the
execution of a two-year Professional Services Agreement, and a Recruitment Agreement for Dr.
Jordan. The compensation proposed has been reviewed by an independent valuation and
compensation consulting firm to confirm the terms contemplated are both commercially reasonable
and fair market value.

No Public Comment.

There was brief discussion among the Committee regarding the hospitalist’s schedule, and the
recruitment of Dr. Jordan as a part-time hospitalist.

EMPLOYER CONTRIBUTION TO THE DEFINED CONTRIBUTION PLAN

Michelle Childs, Chief Human Resources Officer, reviewed the employer contribution to the
defined contribution plan. This information was included in the Committee packet. Non-affiliated
employees and SVMC physicians are eligible for the Defined Contribution Plan (i.e. 403b plan)
which offers employer basic and matching contributions to eligible employees. In the first quarter
of each year, the employer contribution is made based on eligibility in the prior year.

On February 10, 2021, SVMH made the calendar year 2020 basic and matching contributions to the
defined contribution plan as follows:

SVMH (10 year of eligibility):

$2,375,658: Basic Contribution (5% of eligible compensation)
$2,903,833: Matching Contribution (100% match from 3-8% of eligible compensation)

427 employees received the employer contribution.
SVMC (6™ year of eligibility):
$1,420,637: Basic Contribution (5% of eligible compensation)

$0 : Matching Contribution (not eligible)
$1,420,637: Total Employer Contribution

107 district clinic physicians and non-physicians received an employer contribution.

There was brief discussion among the Committee regarding the defined contribution plan for non-
affiliated employees. The Committee also discussed the Salinas Valley Memorial Healthcare
District Employees’ Defined Benefit Pension Plan for employees of the National Union of
Healthcare Workers and the California Nurses Association. Ms. Childs, Chief Human Resources
Officer, noted that employees hired after December 31, 2012 are considered a “new member” for
the purpose of application of the provisions under the Public Employees’ Pension Reform Act of
2013 (PEPRA) and have to contribute to the plan. The provisions of PEPRA that apply to new
members do not apply to employees hired before January 1, 2013, who are considered a “classic
member.”

Focus among the Committee was also on how the PEPRA calculation for new members is
determined. Ms. Childs explained that Nicolay Consulting Group, the independent actuarial firm for
the defined benefit pension plan, provides the actuarial calculation every year based on the number
of plan participants, and mortality table. Augustine Lopez, Chief Financial Officer, noted that
Nicolay Consulting Group is invited to provide a comprehensive actuarial review to the Personnel,
Pension and Investment Committee on an annual basis. This review is scheduled for July and will
include a detailed review of the PEPRA calculation for plan participants.

FINANCIAL AND STATISTICAL REVIEW

Augustine Lopez, Chief Financial Officer, provided a financial and statistical performance review
for the month ending January 31, 2021. This information was included in the Committee packet.

Key highlights of the consolidated financial summary for January were: (1) income from operations
was $5.4 million with an operating margin of 9.1%; (2) inpatient gross revenues were favorable to
budget; (3) outpatient and Emergency Department gross revenues were unfavorable to budget; (4)
payor mix was unfavorable to budget; (5) inpatient surgeries and outpatient surgeries were below
budget; (6) the average daily census and total admissions were above budget; (7) the total acute
average length of stay and the Medicare average length of stay case mix index adjusted were
unfavorable to budget; and (8) labor productivity was unfavorable to budget. The case mix index for
all discharges with and without COVID-19 cases for July 2020 thru July January 2021 was also
reviewed. The decline in revenues per adjusted patient day (normalized) in October 2020 was
primarily due to an unfavorable payor mix and low daily census.

The Committee commended the efforts of Executive Leadership and Finance Team for their
excellent work to continue on the course of financial stability.

Executive Summary

In consultation with members of the medical staff, hospital executive management has identified the
recruitment of a physician specializing in family medicine as a recruiting priority for the hospital’s service
area. Based on the Medical Staff Development Plan, completed by ECG Management Group in October
2019, the specialty of Family Medicine is recommended as a top priority for recruitment. Furthermore,
Salinas Family Practice Medical Clinic (SFP), a private practice, will be transitioning into Salinas Valley
Medical Clinic (SVMC) PrimeCare North Salinas on April 1, 2021. One of the long-standing physicians
at SFP will be retiring in April, thus emphasizing the need for an additional physician to join the group.

The recommended physician, Daniel Gallegos, MD, will be completing his Family Medicine residency this
June at Stony Brook University South Hampton Hospital in New York. Dr. Gallegos received his Doctor of
Medicine degree from St. George’s University School of Medicine in Grenada, West Indies. A native of Los
Gatos, California, Dr. Gallegos is looking forward to setting down roots in our community while still being close
to his family and hometown.

Background/Situation/Rationale
The proposed physician recruitment requires the execution of two types of agreements:

Executive Summary

In consultation with members of the medical staff, hospital executive management has identified the
recruitment of a physician specializing in family practice as a recruiting priority for the hospital’s service
area. Based on the Medical Staff Development Plan, completed by ECG Management Group in October
2019, the specialty of Family Medicine is recommended as a top priority for recruitment. Furthermore,
Salinas Family Practice Medical Clinic (SFP), a private practice, will be transitioning into Salinas Valley
Medical Clinic (SVMC) PrimeCare North Salinas on April 1, 2021. In addition to the retirement of an
established physician, we anticipate the need for an experienced physician, proficient with the electronic
health record retained to support the practice transition for the immediate need as well as long-term to
support the growth of the practice.

The recommended physician, Patricia Mayer, MD, received her Doctor of Medicine Degree from University of
Minnesota Medical School. Dr. Mayer worked for the United States Air Force as a Family Medicine physician
prior to her dedicated career as a family medicine physician in Minnesota, Hawaii and Washington. Dr. Mayer
is relocating to the Monterey Peninsula to be closer to family. Dr. Mayer is an experienced Family Medicine
physician who has held various leadership roles, including Chief of Primary Care and Chief of Family
Medicine, working to achieve quality improvement and primary care redesign.

SECURE ACT 2.0

In October, House Ways and Means Committee Leadership announced the bipartisan Securing a Strong Retirement Act of 2020 (commonly being
referred to as SECURE Act 2.0). The bill will look to build on the sweeping retirement reforms in 2019's SECURE Act by including many of the ideas that
didn't make the original bill, including:

* Mandatory automatic enrollment in all new 401(k) plans * Allowing employers to make 401(k) matching contributions on student

With a Democratically controlled government, there is a likelihood of retirement legislation enacted this year; however, Republicans and moderate
Democrats will likely balk at national mandates or restructuring of the tax incentives.

EXAMINING HOW THE DOL & IRS IMPACT RETIREMENT

DOL FINALIZES PROXY VOTING RULE

The DOL published final guidance reaffirming that proxy voting rights
are plan assets, and fiduciaries must demonstrate loyalty and prudence
in proxy voting decisions. Fiduciaries must be able to demonstrate that
a proxy vote economically impacts the plan. They are also prohibited
from voting based on non-pecuniary reasons if doing so would result in
higher plan costs. The rule will be effective Jan. 31, 2022, allowing
fiduciaries time to understand and implement the process changes. The
timing will also allow us to keep an eye on any changes from the Biden

administration.
CYBERSECURITY GUIDANCE COMING

FROM THE DOL

The DOL is expected to release cybersecurity fiduciary guidance
addressing issues related to plan sponsors and third-party providers.
It will likely increase investigation on various cybersecurity programs
related to oversight of the cybersecurity practices of the vendors they
hire.

IRS ISSUES NEW LIFE EXPECTANCY TABLES

Retirement plan years beginning on or after Jan. 1, 2022 will begin
using new IRS life expectancy tables for calculating required minimum
distributions (RMDs). The revised tables reflect longer life expectancies,
resulting in smaller RMDs. Plan sponsors may want to confirm with their
recordkeepers that they are preparing their systems to calculate RMDs
using the new tables for 2022 RMDs.

IRS PROVIDES GUIDANCE ON ROLLOVERS PLACED IN
UNCLAIMED PROPERTY FUNDS

In 2016, the IRS identified various situations where a person could self-
certify for a waiver of the requirements that rollovers be deposited within
60 days. For example, a financial institution error in receiving the
contribution or making the distribution, misplacing an uncashed check,
or depositing the distribution in a non-qualified account. The IRS now
allows self-certification waiving the 60-day rollover because the
distribution was made to a state unclaimed property fund. IRS guidance
also adds an income tax withholding and reporting requirement
(beginning no later than Jan. 1, 2022). A plan must report a distribution
in Box 1 and the federal income tax withheld in Box 4 of the Form 1099-R
for any designated distribution of $10 or more. Plan sponsors may want
to discuss this guidance with their service providers.

EXAMINING HOW LITIGATION IMPACTS RETIREMENT

CYBERTHEFT

A court has removed the plan sponsor as a defendant in a cybertheft lawsuit
involving the theft of $245,000 from a participant’s account in the Abbott
Laboratories Stock Retirement Plan. The court concluded that Alight Solutions,
the recordkeeper, was the only defendant fiduciary, and although recordkeeper
services are typically non-fiduciary, Alight exercised discretionary control or
authority over plan assets by maintaining the plan’s call center and website, and
by administering distributions. This case would be a significant jump in the law to
label recordkeeper functions as fiduciary. It is a reminder of the importance of
maintaining sound cybersecurity and monitoring the recordkeeper.

TARGET DATE FUNDS

Allstate’s $5 billion 401(k) and its committee face allegations that the choice of
Northern Trust Focus Funds failed to leverage plan size and underperformed 70%
to 90% of peer funds. Northern Trust's company plan is now facing similar claims
in a class action. Coca-Cola participants allege their plan’s use of Fidelity
Freedom funds, an active management solution, was imprudent when compared
to less costly and less risky Freedom Index funds, which were passively managed.
The law firms representing the plaintiffs in these cases have filed several similar
suits. While these are just allegations, these claims have been appearing for
nearly a decade. These cases have not been favorable to the plaintiffs on the
active versus passive argument, where the process supporting the decision was
weak. Where the argument was about cost and performance, it's a more
challenging argument for defendants. Plan sponsors should devote a robust
prudent fiduciary analysis of their target date funds.

The Department of Labor (DOL) reiterated in its December 2020 final rule that proxy

voting rights are plan assets, and fiduciaries must demonstrate loyalty and prudence in

proxy voting decisions. The proxy voting rule requires fiduciaries vote a proxy when it

can economically impact the plan and prohibits a vote where it would have no

economic impact. In the final rule’'s preamble, the DOL also prohibits a fiduciary proxy ——

vote on non-pecuniary interests even if doing so would not result in increased plan
costs or decreased investment value.

Comments: The Invesco Oppenheimer merger has resulted in a number of changes for this fund over the past couple of years. Invesco terminated the subadvisory agreement with Barings LLC and Macquarie investments
effective November 19, 2019 due to duplicative existing investment capabilities. David Wharmby (2012) was then replaced with seven experienced portfolio managers all part of the 18-person Invesco Real Estate team; Joe
Rodriguez, Mark Blackburn, Ping-Ying Wang, Paul Curbo, Darin Turner, James Cowen, and Grant Jackson. At the close of trading on April 17, 2020, Invesco merged $693 million from the Invesco Oppenheimer Real Estate fund
into the Invesco Real Estate fund increasing the size by more than 50%. The investment objectives of the fund have not changed as a result of these changes. The team’s investment philosophy is based on two fundamental
principles: 1) to maximize predictability and consistency of investment returns and 2) to minimize risk through strict attention to portfolio design. They aim to identify property companies operating in the most attractive markets
with quality properties, strong management teams, and sound balance sheets. For the past 40 quarters, the fund’s rolling 5-year return has outperformed the peer median 45% of the time with 0.0% spent in the first quartile and
15.0% spent in the fourth quartile. The strategy's focus on REITs with low debt levels and good interest coverage has caused performance challenges over the past few years as markets have favored higher leverage, lower
quality REITs. The strategy was able to protect in-line with peers during the early 2020 market volatility but they continue to struggle differentiating themselves from the pack producing middling performance again in 2020.

A fund’s risk-adjusted return is calculated by
subtracting a risk penalty from such fund’s total return, after accounting for all loads, sales charges, and redemption fees. The risk penalty is
determined by the amount of variation in the fund’s monthly return during the rating period, with an emphasis on downward variation. The greater
the variation, the larger the penalty. Funds are rated from 1 to 5 stars, with the best performers receiving 5 stars. Funds are ranked within their
categories, and stars are assigned as follows: The 10 percent of funds in each category with the highest risk-adjusted return receive 5 stars; the
next 22.5 percent receive 4 stars; the middle 35 percent receive 3 stars; the next 22.5 percent receive 2 stars; and the bottom 10 percent receive

Funds are rated for up to three periods—the trailing 3, 5, and 10 years—and ratings are recalculated monthly. Funds with less than 3 years of
performance history are not rated. A fund’s overall star rating is a weighted average of the ratings for the 3-, 5-, and 10-year periods. For funds
with only 3 years of performance history, their 3-year star rating will be the same as their overall star rating. For funds with 5-year records,
their overall rating will be calculated based on a 60 percent weighting for the 5-year rating and 40 percent for the 3-year rating. For funds with
more than a decade of performance, the overall rating will be weighted as 50 percent for the 10-year rating, 30 percent for the 5-year rating,
and 20 percent for the 3-year rating.

3-Year Rolling Risk Ranking: Plots the annualized standard deviation ranking for each 3-year window since the fund’s inception. For
example, if the fund has an inception date of June 1987, the first point in the chart is the ranking for the 3-year annualized standard deviation
from June 1987 to May 1990. The next point is ranking for the 3-year annualized standard deviation for July 1987 to June 1990.

Style Map: Displays the average style from a six-month window, every month for the past six months, with the largest shapes representing the
most recent time periods. This means that each manager will only have one point, the average style from a six-month window beginning six
months ago. For example, the linear mapping for a U.S. equity style map would be as follows:

» X coordinates = (large growth + small growth) — (large value + small value)
> Y coordinates = (large growth + large value) — (small growth + small value)

> A large growth index fund would have coordinates of (1,1) with X = (1+0)-(0+0) = 1 and Y = (1+0)-(0+0)=1 The “1s” correspond with a
100 percent weighting in that asset class. Therefore, a 50-50 small blend would have coordinates of (0,-1) and be represented as X =
(0+0.5)-(0+0.5)-0 and Y = (0+0)-(0.5+0.5)=-1

» The same logic can be applied to alternative style maps (i.e., fixed income), the only differences are the different asset classes.

36-Month Rolling Up Market Capture Ratio Chart: Plots the up market capture ratio for each 3-year window since the fund’s inception.
These capture ratios are calculated with 36-month rolling windows, meaning the first point will be the capture ratio for the 36 months beginning
from inception. The capture ratio calculates the portion of market (benchmark) performance that was captured by the manager under certain
conditions. The capture ratio is equal to the ratio of the average annual return of the manager for a given period to the average benchmark
return over the same period. Up market capture is the average return of the portfolio calculated using only periods where the market return is
positive. An up market capture of greater than 100 percent is considered desirable.

36-Month Rolling Down Market Capture Ratio Chart: Plots the down market capture ratio for each 3-year window since the fund’s
inception. These capture ratios are calculated with 36-month rolling windows, meaning the first point will be the capture ratio for the 36 months
beginning from inception. The capture ratio calculates the portion of market (benchmark) performance that was captured by the manager
under certain conditions. The capture ratio is equal to the ratio of the average annual return of the manager for a given period to the average
benchmark return over the same period. Down market capture is the average return of the portfolio calculated using only periods where the
market return is negative. A down market capture of less than 100 percent is considered desirable.

Performance vs. Risk Graph: Represents the annualized return (Y-axis) and the annualized standard deviation (X-axis) for the last 60
months. The small squares on the chart represent the members of the peer group.
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12(b)-1 Fee: Mutual Funds (which may be the underlying investment of a separate account) may charge this fee against the

fund'’s assets to cover servicing costs incurred by the fund.

Alpha: A measure of value added by a manager as compared to a passive portfolio with the same market sensitivity or beta. Alpha is a
measure of return for residual, or nonmarket, risk, and is used to measure a manager’s contribution to performance due to security or sector

selection.

Annualized Return: It is the geometric average return of an investment over a multi-year period. This shows what an investor would have

earned on an annual basis over a certain period of time if the annual return was compounded.

Batting Average: A measure in percentage terms of how often the investment achieved a higher rate of return than its benchmark.

Beta: Represents a fund’s sensitivity to market movements. Beta is a measure of the linear relationship, over time, of the manager's returns
and those of the benchmark. Beta is computed by regressing the manager's excess returns over the risk free rate (cash proxy) against the

excess returns of the benchmark over the risk free rate.
> Beta = excess return co-variance/excess return variance

Capture Ratio: The portion of market (benchmark) performance that was captured by the manager under certain conditions. The capture
ratio is equal to the ratio of the average annual return of the manager for a given period to the average benchmark return over the same
period. Up market capture is the average return of the portfolio calculated using only periods where the market return is positive. An up market
capture of greater than 100 percent is considered desirable. Down market capture is the average return of the portfolio calculated using only

periods where the market return is negative. A down market capture of less than 100 percent is considered desirable.

Correlation: A statistical measure of how two securities move in relation to each other. The correlation coefficient will vary from (-1.0) to 1.0.

(-1.0) indicates perfect negative correlation, and 1.0 indicates perfect positive correlation.

Expense Ratio: The management fee charged by the fund’s investment manager against the fund’s assets for managing the portfolio as well
as for such services as shareholder relations, investment-related administration (fund analysis, research, etc.), 12(b)-1 fees, and “Other
Expenses,” if applicable. “"Other Expenses” include additional operating expenses charged by the fund’s sponsor against the fund’s assets, such

as legal fees, compliance and auditing expenses, mailing and postage expenses, etc.

Information Ratio or Excess Information Ratio corresponds to the more common industry definition of the term. It is the ratio of the excess
annualized return over the tracking error (Annualized Standard Deviation of Excess Return). Commonly stated as the measure of risk adjusted

excess return.

Sharpe Ratio: Measures the quality of the returns for an investment on a risk-adjusted basis over a given period. It is defined as the excess
returns of an investment divided by the standard deviation of returns. Excess returns are the returns of the investment minus the risk-free rate
of return offered in the market, typically measured by short-term government instruments such as 3-month treasury bills.

> Sharpe Ratio = (average excess returns x annualized factor)/annualized standard deviation
> Excess Returns = investment return—return of the 3-month treasury bill

Sortino Ratio: A modification of the Sharpe ratio that differentiates harmful volatility from general volatility by taking into account the
standard deviation of negative asset returns, called downside deviation. The Sortino ratio subtracts the risk-free rate of return from the
portfolio’s return, and then divides that by the downside deviation. A large Sortino ratio indicates better risk-adjusted return and a historical
tendency to have smaller losses when compared to similar peers.

Standard Deviation: Measures the degree of variation of returns around the mean (average) return. The higher the volatility of the
investment returns, the higher the standard deviation.

Tracking Error: Measures the degree of variation of excess returns around the mean (average) return. The higher the volatility of a managers
excess returns, the higher the tracking error. Index funds will have very low tracking error and actively managed products will have higher
tracking error.
